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A one-pager is a single page response to your reading.  You tell us what you understand the text to be saying, how the text is saying it, what it reminds you of, how it is relevant for us today, and your opinion about the whole thing.  You are letting us know what the text makes you think about.  A one-pager should fill up an entire page.

What to do:

1. Fill the whole page with both words and pictures and color.
2. Include the author and title of your book.

3. Select appropriate colors for what you are saying.

Pick THREE of the following and include them on your one-pager:

1. explain a couple of the book’s major characters.

2. do something about how the book relates to your life.

3. do something on author’s style of writing/ word choice.

4. ask questions and answer them.

5. do something with quotations.

6. do something with your thoughts, feelings, or impressions.

7. do something with caricatures, comics, cartoons, stick figures, symbols, shading, etc.

8. do something over story elements:  theme, characters, setting, mood, tone, atmosphere, conflict, climax, resolution, etc.

9. do something with figurative language:  hyperbole, onomatopoeia, alliteration, allusion, simile, metaphor, etc.

What NOT to do:

1. Plot summary in a paragraph.

2. Write or draw confusing words or pictures.  We must understand what you are saying, so be sure to use enough words with your pictures.
